For a taste of the coastal bay, head over to the Ocean Spray station for freshly shucked Oysters,
a mix of male Japanese Snow Crab and their roe-filled female variety, Poached Live Prawns
and a spread of Sashimi, featuring Maguro, Tuna, Kampachi, Salmon and Tai.

Delight in the showmanship of our Sous Chefs as they prepare a selection of Assorted Hand
Rolls, California Maki, Unagi Maki and hand-seared Aburi Rolls of salmon and tuna.

Savour comforting favourites that include Signature Braised Beef Kakuni, slow-cooked to
perfection with soya sauce, daikon and Japanese scallions. Pair sweet ginger Buta Shogayaki
with a bowl of Sukiyaki filled with seasonal vegetables and meats.

Just as you would in the bustling eateries of Tokyo, enjoy a deep-fried Assortment of Tempura
Ebi, Shishamo, and Oyster Fry juxtaposed with a bowl of Japanese Style Ramen, Char Siew
and Onsen Tamago, doused in house special broth. Tuck into a bowl of Kamo Udon with
medallion slices of roast duck brandished over a bed of thick round rice noodles and garnished
with Japanese scallions.
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At the Barbecue Station, relish in a medley of Yakitori classics: Chicken Yakitori with Quail
Eggs wrapped in Bacon, caramelised Shiitake Mushrooms and Kurobuta Pork Belly.

Complete your A Taste of Japan escapade on a sweet note with desserts inspired by Japanese
flavours. Cheesecakes are infused with green tea for an east-meets-west spin in Matcha
Cheesecake. Alternatively, leave room for eclectic Wasabi & Assorted Flavoured Macaroons.

Every Wednesday and Saturday, Lobster with Mentaiko Yaki - baked lobster topped with spicy
cod roe and seared aburi style - makes a special appearance on the menu.
